After a quorum is present, the Annual
Meeting of the Members can begin. The
membership — managers, coaches,
umpires, league officials, and parents or
legal guardians of Southbridge Little
League players — begins the election
process by determining how many
people will serve on the next Board of
Directors. Little League International
requires a minimum of six individuals to
be elected to the Board of Directors, and
suggest s t-ualitle® mo
Leagues settle on

Once the number of seats to be made
available for the next Board of Directors
has been decided, nominations are
opened to the floor. Any member is

eligible for nomination. Nominations
will be closed by a vote of the
membership, leading to the actual
balloting to determine which candidates
will be elected to a seat on the Board of
Directors.

The members in attendance will each
receive one ballot and will list as few or
as many names of eligible candidates as
the voter would like to see elected to the
Board of Directors. According to Little
League Internatio
receive at least 51% of the vote to be
el ected.” As such

Once the ballots have been cast and
tallied, the new Board of Directors is
announced. The membership then votes
to approve the results of the election.

At the conclusion of the Annual
Meeting of the Members, the incoming
Board of Directors will vote for and elect
its officer positions. The officers of the
board shall include, at a minimum, the
president, one or more vice presidents,
treasurer, secretary, one or more player
agents, and a safety officer. Other board
officer positions may include a league
information officer, coaching
coordinator, equipment manager, head of
umpires, among other titles.

breathing, living document that
can only be altered in
membership meetings that
dictates how the league can
operate, and what power and
duties the Board of Directors
and its officers have.

The Board of Directors has
the power to appoint
committees and delegate
powers to those committees as
it deems appropriate. The
Board establishes rules and
procedures for the league
administration — provided

such rules do not conflict with
the constitution or the rules and the duties of the president in
regulations set forth by Little
League
Rules of Orders shall govern
the proceedings of all Board of
Directors meetings.

Various officer positions
have a number of jobs to do.
The president conducts the
affairs of the league and
executes policies set by the
Board of Directors, and serves
as the primary contact for the
league while scheduling and
presiding over meetings; plus a
number of other duties.
