Positive Coaching Alliance: The value of players asking questions

Also, chances are that if
one player has questions about
a skill or drill, so do other
players. Therefore, getting that
one player to ask a question
may elicit the information that
all the players need in order to
improve.

Players often speak the
language of their peers in a
way that a coach cannot. For
example, if you are used to
saying, “Don’t step in the

playing time, or because they
are embarrassed to speak up in
front of their peers.

But encouraging them to
ask questions can meet many
needs for players and coaches
alike. First and foremost, it is
important for players’ current
and future well-being that they
learn how to express
themselves and understand that
asking questions is often the
only way to get the
information necessary to

to pick up on the message.
Once you get one player to
break the ice, and when you
thank and praise that player for
speaking up, other players will
follow with their own
questions.

Rule 2.00-STRIKE (e) and
6.05(e) state that it’s a swinging strike three, the ball is dead, and the runner on first stays on first.
SITUATION 2: YES, the runner is out. Rule 7.08(b) and 7.09(1) states that the base runner must give
ground to a defensive player who is making a play on a batted ball. The runner is out whether it is
deemed intentional or not intentional.
