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SOUTHBRIDGE — Parents will have 

ample opportunity to register their kids for 

the 2010 Little League season over the 

next couple months.

The Southbridge Little League will 

have five player registration dates. The 

registrations will start November 21 and 

run through February 6.

No player registration dates are to be 

scheduled after February 6, and anyone 

who registers after that date — assuming 

there is room in their division — will be

subject to a late fee.

Player evaluations (or try-outs) will be 

held in late February and into March so 

that teams can be drafted and uniforms 

can be ordered in a timely manner to get 

out to the individual players before 

Opening Day.

All player registrations will be held in 

the community room of the Southbridge 

Police Department. Birth certificates are 

necessary for everyone who signs up to 

play. For those who played last year, the 

birth certificate requirement should 

already be covered, however, there have 

been cases in past year’s that players on 

All-Star tournament teams have been 

required to submit another birth 

certificate the following season.

All players will have to have a 

medical release form completed and 

submitted as well. This form is enclosed 

as part of the player registration packet 

and is filled out by the player’s parent or
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guardian. The information 

necessary for this form 

includes the name, address 

and contact information of 

the player’s primary 

physician, hospital 

preference, emergency 

contact information, as well 

as any and all medical 

conditions or medication the 

player may have. This 

information will only be 

used in the event of a 

medical emergency, and 

will be used by the first 

responders at the scene.

The player registration 

form asks for very basic 

information, and includes 

areas for parents to let us 

know what size shirt and pants 

the player would wear for the 

2010 season. While some end 

up “guess-timating” the size of 

their child’s uniform, this year 

the league will provide sample 

jerseys and pants for those 

parents to use as an aid in 

figuring out what size would 

be most appropriate.

The first player registration 

date — and the only one 

during the 2009 calendar year 

— will be Saturday, Nov. 21, 

from 10 a.m. to 1 p.m. in the 

community room of the police 

department.

This first registration date 

is a great opportunity for 

parents, grandparents, big 

brothers and sisters, aunts and 

uncles, or others to purchase a 

Southbridge Little League gift 

certificate that can be given to 

the baseball player in their 

family as a gift this holiday 

season. The gift certificates 

can be redeemed toward the 

player registration fees or the 

league’s concession stand.

The player registrations 

will resume after we’ve all 

rung in the New Year, with a 

Thursday, Jan. 7 registration 

from 5:30 to 8:30 p.m.

On Saturday, Jan. 16, from 

10 a.m. to 1 p.m., more will be 

able to sign-up for the 2010 

season, with yet another 

registration date scheduled for 

Monday, Jan. 23, from 5:30 

p.m. to 8:30 p.m.

The final date for player 

registrations will be on 

Saturday, Feb. 6, from 11 a.m. 

to 2 p.m. Any subsequent 

registrations accepted by the 

league will be subject to a late 

fee on top of the regular rate.
